Since the last mode used is stored
in the memory, it resumes the next
time the power is turned on.

Blinks when the battery level is low,

Plaque building up on the tooth surfaces cannot
be removed by water jets alone, so tooth brushing is essential. It is recommended that you brush your
teeth before flossing your mouth with the product.
*Effects may vary from person to person.

® Bleeding from gums

» With unusual stimulus on gums, you may experience bleeding for the first few weeks after starting use,
even if you have healthy gums. If bleeding is intense or continues for longer than two weeks, it may
be a symptom of abnormal gums (such as gum disease). If so, stop use immediately and consult a
dentist.

® Precautions about waterproofness
* The main unit is waterproof (IPX7*) enough to allow use in a bathroom, but not completely waterproof.

Do not use it under water.

*The product has passed the watertight test that evaluates its capability to prevent water entry that
may cause adverse effects on the main unit by gradually immersing it one meter under water and
leaving it for 30 minutes.

* The dedicated USB charging cable is not waterproof. Do not charge the product in a bathroom, near

a humidifier, or in any other place that may be exposed to water.
